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Reduce the Problem of Dehydration in Horses as it applies to 
Intestinal Blockages, Impaction and Colic 

Rarely do we see a product that addresses a major health concern so precisely. 

In the February issue of the PTR Round Up, the article "Weathering Winter" (originally published in EQUUS Magazine - 
January, 1997) underlined the huge problem of dehydration in horses during winter weather.  There were several points made, 
among them: “…horses consume less water during cold weather months, and that roughages common in winter contain less 
than 20 percent moisture compared to the 75 percent or more water content in spring and summer grass…This insufficient 
liquid in the digestive tract means food is too dry to be moved along by peristaltic action and blocks a portion of an 
intestine...Cold weather may conspire against your efforts to keep water flowing to your horses, but they are crucial to 
preventing colic.”  

As members of the PTR (Majestic Trail Ranch) we wanted to share how we have alleviated or solved this problem 
completely.   

Instead of the common dry hay available here in Douglas and Elbert Counties, we began using Chaffhaye, a fresh cut forage, 
which is harvested at its peak of moisture content and nutritional value, then immediately bagged into airtight 50 pound 
weather-resistant bags.   

Our horses are getting fresh, moist hay all winter long, which (as the EQUUS Article indicates) greatly reduces the potential 
for intestinal blockage, impaction and colic.   

The article also stated that “…when the temperature drops, caretakers are inclined to boost their horses' grain rations to meet 
the increased energy demands of keeping warm. This disproportion of carbohydrates to fiber can upset digestion...Reach for an 
extra flake, not scoop, when temperatures start to drop: It's hay, rather than grain, that provides the most efficient heating fuel.  
And roughage's don't produce the carbohydrate overload that can trigger endotoxemia, a system-wide toxicity that's reflected in 
colic and/or laminitis.”  

The idea of forage (rather than grain) providing this energy is new to some.  Feeding Chaffhaye protects the ‘carbohydrates to 
fiber’ ratio, and we have stopped feeding grain to our 10 horses entirely.  Nutritionally complete and just as moist as the day it 
was cut, Chaffhaye is now the only thing we feed. 

Chaffhaye also solves the problem of poor-quality hay with heavy stems contributing to blockage formation.  Chaffhaye when  
harvested; it is chopped into small, easy chewable pieces.  While in the airtight bags, it undergoes a natural fermentation that 
"predigests" the forage so that the nutrition is more readily absorbed by the horse.    Ideal for horses that are older, or have bad 
teeth. 

When we discovered that Chaffhaye is rich in moisture, and its nutritional value is both high and very absorbable, we got very 
excited. 

In fact, we became Colorado Distributors for Chaffhaye, so that we could have it easily available for delivery locally. 

If you are looking for a moister, more nutritious hay, be it grass or alfalfa, you can’t do better than Chaffhaye.  We want 
everyone who values a healthy horse to be aware of it.
